NEW SWANSEA MOSQUE PROJECT

A -humdulilah, Swansea Mosque has been
serving the Muslim Community since
1983, providing a range of essential services:
five times daily Salah; Jummah & Eid Prayers;

Funeral services; social welfare programmes
and Dawah activities. Our current facilities
are not able to cope with the growing needs
of the Community, we cannot provide adequate
facilities for: salah (prayers); children’s & adult

Al-humdiilah work has started on developing
our new Mosque, located opposite our existing
Mosque. We are renovating the former United
Reform Church building, (one of the largest
ecclesiastical buildings in Swansea), a building
which has been derelict for more than 25
years. The new mosque will provide much
needed space and functionality to support the
growing needs of the community.

The new Mosque will have large prayer halls;
purpose built wudu facilities; funeral rooms;

The new space has been designed to fully
utilise the centre for community use, special care
has been given to provide facilities for youth,
sisters, and elderly. We have endeavoured to
ensure that the building has full disability access.
Our vision is to establish a centre that caters for
the spiritual, educational, social and physical
development of the community.

Thebuilding has been designed to maximize the
use of space, be energy efficient with the lowest
possiblecarbon print.
